The project consists of two main parts:

1. Educating the Community:

Our club members designed various educational flyers highlighting the severity of plastic pollution and how
individuals can help reduce it and protect the local watershed.

We distributed these flyers at community outreach events and demonstrated proper plastic recycling techniques.
We invited experts to give speeches about plastic pollution.

We also organized a field trip to observe the Chesapeake Bay watershed and learn how to protect our watershed.

2. Taking Action to Collect Plastic Film Waste:

3

We supplemented Montgomery County's polyethylene plastic recycling program.

Since February 2024, we have conducted 15 outreach events, reaching 1,500 community members.

We established 19 recycling stations across Montgomery County, including at local Chinese language schools, food
banks, senior centers, and more.

We collected over 1,600 Ibs of plastic film (approximately 120,000 plastic bags). All collected plastic was donated to
NexTrex, a leader in creating composite plastic products.

We designed a plastic recycling kit for family use and encouraged behavior change.

Conclusion: The grant helped us achieve our goals and made a positive impact on the community. Specifically:

Financial Support: Enabled us to execute our plan, print flyers and banners, and purchase materials needed for all

activities.
Personnel Support: Provided assistance with questions, setting up a kickoff meeting, sharing promotional materials,

and offering useful information.
